English version (for non-Icelandic readers - not intended as a direct translation of the text above)

The District Court of Reykjanes partly dismissed today the case of The Performing Arts
Society in Iceland (the plaintiffs) vs. Istorrent ehf. and Svavar Luthersson (the defendants). The
demand to confirm the legality of the injunction was dismissed and also a demand that the
defendants are to be prohibited to run www.torrent.is or other similar websites. Other demands are
on hold until a decision by The Supreme Court will be reached if the plaintiffs decide to appeal the
ruling.

It is pretty safe to presume that the plaintiffs will appeal the ruling to The Supreme
Court. They were one of four associations of copyright holders that requested a preliminary
injunction in November last year. The District Commissioner's office in Hafnarfjordur granted a
preliminary injunction in November 19" last year and has been in effect since then. The case was
dismissed by The Supreme Court on the 8" of May but the Performing Arts Society in Iceland were
the only ones who decided to continue and filed another lawsuit in attempt to confirm the
injunction.

The defendants hope that The Supreme Court will confirm the dismissal and that it will
be the end of that part of the case.
